“At the warehouse the clothes are sorted into specific categories. Once sorted good clothing is graded and exported overseas.
Exporting the used clothing helps create overseas markets and provides a much needed resource for under-developed countries.
Un-wearable items are recycled into other household products e.g. car insulation, furniture padding, and artists’ painting paper.
Absorbent materials such as cotton and linen will be cut into industrial wiping rags. Other materials such as wool will be either
shredded and made into felt or pulled to make new yarn.”
